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PRESENTACION

La Universidad Auténoma del Estado de México (UAEM) ofrece estudios a nivel bachillerato
en el cual incluye la ensefianza del inglés como lengua extranjera, Direccion de Estudios del
Nivel Medio Superior (DENMS), es la responsable de la adecuacion curricular del
Bachillerato Universitario, dentro del marco para el Curriculo de Bachillerato Unico 2015
vigente (CBU), y la Direccion de Aprendizaje de Lenguas (DAL) funge como asesor
disciplinario.
